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  Zengeiren Kyusyu chapter lead by the manager Tsugawa Ryoichi held an 
emergent chapter meeting on August 5, with Zengeiren President Imai 
attending, for discussing a problem of clubs introducing artists from two or more 
promotion companies. It is a prompt response following guidance by Fukuoka 
Local Immigration bureau, and the discussion resolved a measure for promoting 
proper business at the clubs. A club introducing the talents from two or more 
promotion companies tends to have mismatching of the show contents or 
working hours between the partners the club associates with. The resolution is 
expected to improve the mismatching and to promote a proper entertainment 
business.

  The resolution resolved by the 
meeting recommends a club 
introducing the artists from two 
or more promoters to exchange 
the agreement with each 
promoter. It is an agreement 
clearly defining the joint 
liabilities for managing the talent 
show business. The agreement 
also demands the clubs to 
cooperate with their partner 
promoters to secure a proper 
show. The agreement is as 
follows:
                 <Agreement>
  (Club name), who introduces 
the overseas performing artists 
from two or more promotion 
companies, hereby agrees the 
following for securing a proper 
show:
  (1) The club must be aware that 
shows composed by artists of two 

or more promoters should be 
better organized.
  (2) Each promotion company 
must discuss with the partner 
club beforehand to properly 
arrange the show time and the 
contents, and they must jointly 
manage and guide their artists so 
that the shows are smoothly 
arranged.
  (3) Inviting artists from two or 
more promoters may cause a 
problem and thus may hamper 
the artists' smooth activity. 
Therefore, the club must as well 
cooperate with the partner 
promotion companies for smooth 
activity.
  (4) If the promotion company or 
club is reluctant to cooperate with 
its partner, the partner must 
request the counterpart to 

improve his/her behavior.
  (5) If his/her behavior is still not 
improved in spite of the partner's 
request, the partner must take the 
problem to Zengeiren Kyusyu 
chapter for conciliation.
  (6) Zengeiren Kyusyu chapter 
must call the parties concerned 
and request them to resolve the 
problem for smooth activity.
For clarification, the parties 
concerned set their seals and 
retain one copy each.

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10,400 Rejected Last Year, 25.7 Percent Increase

 Ministry of Justice announced the 2001 statistics 
of the foreigners rejected to land in Japan. The 
survey says the number in 2001 is 10,400 
persons 2,127 persons or 25.7 percent increase 
compared to the previous year, and it is turning 
again to increase.

  Before landing in Japan, 
foreigners must be authorized by 
Immigration authority at the port 
they arrive. Since the number of 
foreigners rejected to land in Japan 
exceeded ten thousand at the first 
time at 1988, the number has kep
as many as over ten thousand ever
year. Although the numbe
decreased to 8,273 at the yea
2000, it again turned to increase t

10,400 at 2001.
  The authority is making effort to 
stop foreigners who fabricate or 
present forgery documents from 
landing in Japan. To complete the 
mission, the authority has 
strengthened the special staff in

(1) The number of foreigners 

rejected to land in Japan during 
2001 was 10,400 - 2,127 or 25.7 
percent increase compared to the 
previous year.
(2) The number of foreigners 
rejected to land in Japan exceeded 
10,000 at 1988, and since then the 
number had kept over 10,000 level 
for 11 years. At 1996, the figure 
dropped slightly, and at 1999 and 
2000, the figure ended in below 
10,000. But it started to increase 
again at 2001, exceeding ten 
thousand.

(1) Seeing the nationality, the most 
rejected during 2001 was the 
Koreans, sharing 24.3 percent to 
the total. The next was the Chinese, 
then the Indonesians, Thais, and the 
Chinese from Taiwan. All of them 
are Asians.
   The top ten countries share 72.5 
percent to the total. (See the table 
below)
(2) The Koreans rejected increased 
significantly in 1998, but started to 
reduce in 1999, and in 2001 also 
reduced slightly by 54 or 2.1 

percent.
(3) For the Asian countries except 
Koreans, the Indonesians increased 
by 319 or 75.1 percent, the Turkish 
increased by 198 or 64.3 percent, 
and the Thais and the Filipinos also 
increased over 50 percent to the 
year before.
(4) For South American countries, 
the Columbians increased by 107 or 
32.4 percent, and the Peruvians 
increased by 63 or 16.7 percent to 
the year before.
(5) For other nationalities, the 
Bangladeshis increased from 
previous year's 63 to 151 at 2001, 
and the Pakistanis from 100 to 235. 
The Mongolians have been also 
increasing since 1999, and they are 
from the previous year's 105 to 163 
at 2001
Reasons of the Refusal
(1) The number of persons who are 
doubted legality of their activity 
after landing in Japan - those who 
declared their purpose as tourism, 
short stay business, or visiting their 
relatives or friends but seemed for 
working illegally - are 6,457. The 
number increased to 1128 or 21.2 
percent compared to the previous 
year, sharing 62.2 percent to the 
total.

Measures Taken by the AuthorityMeasures Taken by the Authority

The number of foreigners rejected 
to land in Japan increased 25.7 

percent to the previous year. 
Particularly Asian countries except 
Korea increased significantly, such 
as Indonesia, Turk, Philippines, 
Thai, India, Pakistan, and others.
   This is due to the economic 
disparities between Japan and them. 
While their home countries can not 
supply them enough employment, 
Japan supplies them opportunity for 
higher paid jobs although Japan has 
been suffering from its long term 
slump. 
   Therefore some foreigners are 

trying to land and work illegally in 
Japan even using forgery documents 
or bad brokers. The authority was 
particularly alert in 2001 to defend 
Japan from foreigner crimes and 
increased the staff and equipment 
for detecting the forgery documents, 
and this countermeasure was 
actually effective.
   9/11 terrorist attacks made Japan 
to audit foreigners more strictly to 
defend Japan from various crimes.

1. Number Landed

  Tourists from many countries vis-
ited Japan during FIFA World Cup. 
During World Cup Succor games, 
the number of foreigners landing in 
Japan increased by seven percent.
  Particularly, people from the 
countries whose matches were held 
in Japan such as England in-
creased as much as 80 percent (see 
the table).
  The Immigration authority dis-
patched about 1,000 Immigration 
officers to Narita and Kansai inter-
national airport for strictly but 
speedily auditing incoming and for-
eigners and departing Japanese. 
The numbers were as follows:
Foreigners incoming: 480 thousand 
(last year: 450 thousand)
Japanese departed: 1280 thousand 
(last year: 151 thousand)

2. Japan-Korea Pre-clearance

  During May 15 to June 30, Japan 
and Korea mutually dispatched Im-
migration officers to audit tourists 
at the other country beforehand so 
that people from both countries can 
go and back smoothly - so called 

"pre-clearance".
  Japan dispatched the 14 Immigra-
tion officers to Incheon internation-
al airport in Korea for pre-clear-
ance.
  During the period, 29 thousand 
people were pre-cleared. Of them, 
27 thousand were the Koreans, 
sharing 93 percent to the total.
  We can evaluate that the pre-
clearance enabled traveling be-
tween Japan and Korea smooth, 
and it was a successful cooperation 
between the two coun-
tries.
  With this cooperation, 
the friendly relation-
ship between Japan and 
Korea is expected to de-
velop further.
2. Protecting Japan 
from Hooligans
The authority did not 
allow problematic per-
sons to land in Japan 
because they might 
cause a riot.
  The information of 
problematic persons 
was supplied through 
liaison officers from 
foreign police or other 

security related institutions. Based 
on the information, the Immigra-
tion authority denied following for-
eigners from landing Japan:
  Number of the denied: 65
Nationality: 51 English, 2 Irish, 12 
others
  Reason of denial:
28 were denied as general reasons
19 were applied as "hooligan" 
clause
37 were doubted as their true in-
tention of visiting Japan
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
